Students will be selected for pieces by the choreographers during the audition process. Students who show commitment and potential will also be invited to participate in our new preparatory training program.  Training schedules for 09/10 will be mailed by July 1, 2009.
The company is for both the beginning young recreational dancer as well as the dancer enrolled in our preparatory program and is open to ages 8-18.  These students will perform at a wide variety of local venues including MD Council for Dance Festival, Farm Fair, Bel Air Arts Festival, Camp Fair and the Senior Centers as well as having the opportunity to attend a minimum of 2 competitions throughout the year.  Students will take regular classes and may rehearse once or twice per week.  Additional rehearsals may be scheduled as needed.

09-10 Year Requirements:
Preparatory Students:  1 to 2 ballet classes per week (depending on level) Pointe students should take a minimum of 2 ballet classes, 1 jazz class per week, 1 contemporary, modern or lyrical class. Company Rehearsals as scheduled.

Recreational Students:   Can choose one from the following choices:  1 ballet class, 1 hip hop, 1 jazz class or 1 tap class. Company rehearsals as scheduled.

Costume Fees

Rehearsal Fee:
$200 for the year ($100 with signed contract due June 22  with balance of $100 due August 1, 2009)  Rehearsal fees cover choreographer’s costs and rehearsal time.  This is a reduced rate from last year.  Class tuition is separate and can be paid monthly.  Class schedules will be distributed upon acceptance into the company.
